Middle Ages – the time period after the fall of the Roman empire and before the modern age, that began with the Dark Ages. 

Dark Ages – The early part of the Middle Ages that was very hard and grim for the people of Europe.

Feudalism - A system of government during the Middle Ages in Europe that organized and governed people based on land and service. Lords gave land to vassals (nobles) in return for service to them.
Manors - The large farm estates that the nobles kept up. It included a house  (sometimes a castle) and the surrounding farmland.
Knights - Armored warriors who received land for their service as military fighters.
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
