1. Pilgrimage – a religious journey
2. Caste system – a social system in ancient India placing people in a particular rank from birth. (often based on wealth or job)
3. Hinduism – religion from ancient India that focuses on being one with the god Brahman.
4. Buddhism – religion founded by Siddhartha Gautama. It focused on finding “enlightenment” or spiritual nirvana.
5. Sanskrit – ancient language of Aryan people from early India.
6. Migrate – to move from one place to settle in another.
7. Untouchables – group of people considered below the caste system of India who did the unpleasant jobs in life. (such as garbage cleaners)
8. Monsoon – winds in the Indian Ocean and Southern Asia that bring heavy rains in the summer.
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
